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Amy S. Friend is Senior Deputy Comptroller and Chief Counsel at the Office of the 
Comptroller of the Currency (OCC).  

In this role, Ms. Friend oversees all of the agency’s legal activities, including legal 
advisory services to banks and examiners, enforcement and compliance activities, 
litigation, legislative initiatives, and regulation of securities and corporate practices of 
national banks.  Ms. Friend further oversees the agency's licensing and  is a member of 
the agency’s Executive Committee.
